
The Eurowebtainment on Majorca end-
ed some time ago and meanwhile, Gun-
nar Steger and his team have complet-
ed their extensive analysis of the event. 
Reason enough to take a look back at 
the Eurowebtainment to evaluate the 
experience and the knowledge gained.

Mr. Steger, the 15th edition of the Eu-
rowebtainment closed its doors several 
weeks ago. What is your personal sum-
mary of the event?
Based on a survey of the participants and 
talks with our sponsors, we can draw a 
very positive résumé. As the largest trade 
event of its kind in Europe with more than 
500 participants on Majorca and more than 

700 participants in Vienna, the organisa-
tion team is faced with the tremendous 
challenge of the steadily growing scale and 
demands of the event. But because of our 
regular analysis, we are able to continue 
coming up with new ideas that we can then 
integrate into the planning.
One thing we are particularly happy about 
is the fact that we have been appealing 
to an ever increasing amount of online 
industry segments, which brought us a lot 
of new participants and representatives 
and it was precisely these participants 
and sponsors who gave us a very positive 
feedback.

At the end of the trade fair the par-

ticipants are always asked about their 
opinion of the event. How was the re-
sponse this year?
Well, I can definitely say that it was the big 
companies in particular and especially the 
new participants that gave us some very 
positive feedback. At the end of the event 
we always question our exhibitors and 
partners and also many participants about 
the fair, since it is precisely these opinions 
that help us very much with the implemen-
tation and the planning of the next EWT. 
We have set the standards and we've 
been the trendsetter for several years. Of 
course, we are also aware of the fact that 
we cannot comply with every demand. 
We simply try to follow the wishes of the 
majority of our visitors.

Let's take a look ahead to November. 
What are your expectations for the 
coming EWT?
My team and I are really looking forward 
to the next Eurowebtainment in Vienna, 
which will run from November 4th to the 
7th, 2009, because there is a great deal of 
advanced interest. In the last few months 
we have already made note of the fact that 
we will be able to greet many new partners 
and participants at the next EWT in Vienna. 
In particular, it is the growing interest from 
other organisers and organisations that 
will give the trade fair new life. As far as 
extra events are concerned, we are not 
planning to change much. However, there 
will be some interesting news with respect 
to infotainment and lectures, and we can 
already announce, for instance, that we 
will have several new, interesting indus-
try representatives from East European 
countries.
With a great deal of exclusive extra activi-
ties, very interesting innovations and new 
participants and company presentations, 
the Eurowebtainment in Vienna will surely 
do justice, once again, to its claim as mar-
ket leader in this sector.
